Please note that guidance no longer incorporates the collection of
numerical points or credits from performing activities contributing to
CPD. Specifically, there is now no system of allocating, approving or
verifying activities with arbitrary points.

Senate’s view on guidance is known to the Continuing Professional
Development Committee of the Academy of Medical Royal Colleges. It
is recognised that application of the guidance may be varied by
international considerations, for example in the context of the Republic
of Ireland or meetings with a large international attendance, which may
be notified to the European Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical
Education (EACCME).
